Class 1 Home Learning
MATHS (Adding)  Week 1
The daily activities should be used as a rough guide. The children’s enjoyment of the task is key to their learning so try to be guided by them in how long a task should last, and try to enjoy it.  
Day 1
Parent Guidance
The children know that the quantity of a group can be changed by adding more.
The best opportunities for the children to practice this is to use real household objects – ideally in meaningful contexts (i.e, carrying out a real life task or solving a real life problem) or using toys to play games.    Please see: ‘Adding at home’ for suggestions.
Your child may well need to re-count all of the items to see how many there are altogether. E.g. 1,2,3,4...5,6,7.
Day 2
Parent Guidance
The key learning for your child next is to move away from their need to re-count all of the items when adding groups of objects. They should be encouraged to count on e.g. 4…5,6,7. 
Playing games which allow them to practice counting from different starting points will support them to do this. For example:
· Begin by counting as you point to yourself. When you point to your child they continue the count. 
1,2,  3,4   5,6   7,8
1,2,3   4,5,6   7,8,9
3,4,5,6   7,8,8,10
· Show me 5 fingers. Now show me 2 more. How many fingers now? How do you know there are 7?  Is there another way to count them?  We know we have 5 on this hand so can we count on 6,7?
· Use the powerpoint slides and the worksheets:
· Counting on up to 10 activity sheet 
· Counting on up to 20 activity sheet

· Create maths stories using First, then, next.  
Using ‘First, then, now’ is a good way of creating mathematical stories. E.g First there were 2 passengers on the bus, then 3 more got on. Now there are 5 altogether.
Day 3

Share the story Mr Gumpy’s Outing by John Burningham, then support your child to make a boat for dolls/lego figures/teddies/animals - this task could be as simple as using a plastic container or a sheet on laid on the floor, or you could make the boat building as adventurous as you wish and check whether it floats at bath-time!).
Key Question: How many animals were in the boat altogether?
Encourage your child to make up their own first, then, next stories as different groups of character climb aboard and support them to count how many altogether as more toys/people/animals join them.
Day 4
Print off the numberline or make one with your child. You will need to 2 dice or another way of randomly selected numbers 1-6.
Ask your child to roll the first dice then place that number of counters on the number track.  Next they throw the second dice and count on that many from the number shown on the first dice.  You can then take a turn and make the winner the first to 20. Or, your child can try to beat their score.
*This can also be done using a numberline drawn on a path outside using chalk.
Note: it will be easier for your child to fill the number track with counters than to ‘jump’ a counter along it. Anything can be used to substitute counters eg stones, shells etc.
Day 5

How many items were in the shopping basket altogether?
Set your child a task of building a tower. They should roll a dice to tell them how many bricks to add each time.  Encourage them to count on each time they add bricks. 
Or / And
Play with a pretend shop, a dolls house, toy farmyard, toy shop etc to make up more now, then, next stories.
